12 MONTHS BEFORE

Flowers: Meet with your florist and finalise flower arrangements.
Hair and Makeup: Schedule hair and makeup trials.
Transportation: Arrange transportation for the wedding day.
Wedding Rings: Shop for wedding rings.

Marriage License: Obtain a marriage license.
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o Rehearsal Dinner: Plan and book the rehearsal dinner venue.
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3-6 MONTHS BEFORE
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Track guest RSVPs and finalize headcount.

Finalize the catering menu.

Design and print wedding programs.

Create a seating chart for the reception.

1-3 MONTHS BEFORE

Provide a playlist and schedule for the musicians or DJ.

Make final payments to vendors.

Ensure you have the required documents for your marriage license.
Bachelorette/Bachelor Parties: Plan and celebrate your pre-wedding parties.
Confirm the wedding day timeline with all participants.

2-4 WEEKS BEFORE
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Confirm RSVPs

Attend your final dress and attire fittings.

Provide the final headcount to the caterer and venue.

Reconfirm details with all vendors.

Finalize and print the seating chart.

Distribute the final wedding day timeline to vendors and bridal party.

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WHAT YOU SHOULD PREPARE FOR YOUR WEDDING PHOTOGRAPHER

A wedding photographer is an essential part of any wedding and working together can help make
your photos everything you hoped for. I have put together a small guide with tips to help you prepare
for your wedding day and photographer. Some thoughtful preparation can go a long way in ensuring
that your day flows seamlessly.

Give your photographer a clear brief

Your wedding photographer will need to know what you want from your wedding photos. Before the
big day, sit down with your photographer and explain what youre looking for. Do you want candid
shots or posed photos? Are there certain moments or people you want them to focus on? Do you have
a specific aesthetic in mind? Communicating your vision early on will help your photographer know
what to look for on the day.

Good Lighting makes all the difference!

Wedding photography is all about capturing the moment, and that requires good lighting. Make sure
your locations have a decent amount natural light especially the places in your control. For bride and
groom prep, be sure to pick a space in your home that is nicely lit. Avoid choosing rooms with limited
windows.

If your vision for your wedding photos includes those golden hour shots, be sure to make time at sun-
set for your location shoot. Picking the middle of the day to get your location photos taken will create
harsher images with lots of shadow. Your wedding photographer will appreciate having ample lighting
to work with, and it can make a huge difference in the final product. Timing is key!

Prepare your space - especially at the bride & grooms home

Don'’t forget to designate a space for your photographer to work in. They’ll need room to move around
and capture different angles, so make sure they have plenty of space to work with. Additionally, make
sure the space is clean and uncluttered. Your wedding photographer doesn’t want to have to worry
about moving clutter out of the way or working around messes in the background.

Schedule time for the bride and groom prep

The getting ready process can be a great time for candid photos, but it’s important to schedule that
time with your photographer. Make sure they have enough time to capture all the special moments,
from the bride getting her hair and makeup done to the groom putting on his tie. This is a great time
for the photographer to get to know the couple and capture some truly intimate and heartfelt mo-
ments.

Be yourself

Lastly, don’t forget to be yourself. Your wedding photos are a reflection of you and your partner, so
don't try to force a certain pose or expression. Instead, focus on relaxing and enjoying your day. The
best photos are always the most natural ones, so let your personality shine through and trust that your
photographer will capture all the little moments that make your day so special.

By communicating your vision, preparing your space, scheduling time for getting ready, and being
yourself, you can ensure that your wedding photos are everything you dreamed of and more.

Practice spinning your partner on the spot
then pull them in close to you for either a
hug or a kiss.
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‘THE LIFT

To avoid making the lift too stiff and staged practice
turning on the spot to add some movement. The person
getting lifted can also lift a leg up as seen in images to
create more shape.
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‘THE DIP’

Practice dipping your partner in different ways to get a
feel of what dip feels most comfortable.
